Pastor’s 2-Year Review Next Week 
For the past several weeks we have announced that the 
Pastor’s 2-year review was being held on August 24, 
which is next week. 

While many of you have been around the Church of the 
Nazarene for many years, this might be a little confusing 
to newer Nazarenes or visitors. 

In August of 2008, Rev. Richard Coleman was appointed 
as our pastor by the District Superintendent, in accordance 
with the Manual of the Church of the Nazarene. 

The Manual now provides for a 2-year review of his and 
the church’s performance.  Specifically it says, “117.1. 
When a church exceeds 35 voting members or has been 
organized for at least five years, and its pastor has served 
as its appointed pastor for at least two years, a process to 
be moved from “appointed status” may be initiated.  Such 
process must include a church/pastoral review, majority 
vote of church board members present, approval of the 
district superintendent, and approval of the District      
Advisory Board.” 

This is an administrative process, in which the board will 
meet with the District Superintendent to affirm our status.

Jesus arrived there several days later, by then Lazarus had 
been dead for four  days.  Instead of being grateful that he was there, Martha lit into him 
and told him that he should have gotten there sooner; then her brother, Jesus friend, 
would not have died.  Keep in mind, Jesus did not have the luxury of a big Mercury and 
cell phones; he had walked all the way.  It hurt, because the Bible says, “Jesus 
wept.” (John 11:35 NIV)   The fact is, Jesus was right on-time, because he called out to 
Lazarus, who probably stretched, shook off some of the grave wrappings and came out 
into the sunshine, alive and well. 

I guess it’s good to remember that God’s time table does not necessarily match ours; but he is always there at 
the right time.  “The time comes when all things will be made right again. God told about this time long 
ago.” (Acts 3:21 NCV) 

I wish I could tell you that all is better with our friend, but we are still praying for him and his wife, that God’s 
will may be done.
